The results of research should be recorded and maintained in a form that allows

analysis and review. Research data should be immediately avalanie 1o scientific colaborators. Following pubication, the data should be retained for
a reasonalbbe period in order 1o be available promplly and completely 1o responsible scientists. Exceplions may be appropriate in cerlain
circumsiances in order to preserve privacy, 1o assure patent protection, or for similar reasons.

Fabrication of data or selective reporting of data with the intent to mislead or deceive is an egregious depariure from the expected nomms of
scientific conduct, s is e theft of data or research results from others.

Publication and Authorship Practices

Authaorship should be limited 1o thase who have made a significant contribution 1o the concept, design, execution or interpretation of the reseanch
study. All those who have made significant contributions should be offered the opportunity 1o be ksted as authors. Other individuals who have
contributed 1o the study should be acknowledged, but not identified as autnors. The sources of financial support for the project should be disclosed.

Plagiariam conatitutes unethical scientific behavior and is never scceptatle. Proper acknowledgement of the work of others used in & research
project must always be given. Further, it is the obligation of each author 1o provide prompt retractions or comrections of emors in published works.
